Former Lion Engages In Humanitarian Activities
Former Indomitable Lions left winger, Alphonse Yombi a Yakan, who played in the USA 1994 World Cup, has donated equipment worth FCFA 20 million to the Gov't Technical College, CETIC, Nkolmetou, in the Lekie Division of the Centre Region.
PRESENTING   the   materials, Saturday, October 10, through his NGO,   Deutsche   Kamerun-Hife E.V, , disclosed that the initiative falls in line with the NGO's main aim of helping the needy. The donor said when he visited the school some time ago, he was embarrassed  to see students carry out practical work without any equipment.
The former Indomitable Lion took it as a challenge to furnish the establishment with the necessary equipment that will make the school a modern one.

"I am contributing in my own modest way in moulding the 
future generation of Cameroon, and fighting against the spread of the HIV/AIDS pandemic, by keeping the children busy in a country that has given me much," said .

He made it clear that he is

using Gov't Technical College, Nkolmetou as a springboard.
The materials donated included: five Computers, five printers, two electric typing machines, 11 sewing machines, six cartons of sewing thread, one circular saw, one evaporator of waste, a carton 
of industrial and security shoes, four hammers, three files, 10
wood boosters, 10 hawk saws, five big saws, five screw-drivers, six wall holders, one machine designer, etc.
The Centre Region Regional Delegate of Secondary Education, Simon Pierre Amougui receiving 
the equipment on behalf of his Minister lauded the collaboration between the NGO, Deutsche Kamerun Hife e.V based in Germany and the Cameroon Gov't. Amougui called on the students and teachers to judiciously use the equip​ment.

The principal of the school, Jean Claude Lekoua, thanked  the donor and his NGO for entering Cameroon through his institution. He declared that there is no better way of  fighting poverty than this gesture from the former Lion, maintaining that the partnership should continue. He wished that his school can be the representative of the NGO in Cameroon and by so doing, making it the Indomitable Lion of technical education in the Centre Region and why not Cameroon.

The students thrilled the entire population present at the ceremony with songs of thanks as their own way of expressing their happiness for the upgrading of their institution.

It should be recalled that the donor, Alphonse  a Yakan has played football for close to 15 years with Ndiep de Nkam of  Yabassi, Canon Yaounde, Olympic of Mvolye and finally the Indomitable Lions.
